How does it Work?

Each time you load and shop with your card 5% is donated to VIRCS by Thrifty Foods.
When you reduce the value of the card to zero, you can load it up again, and they will
continue to make the contributions to support us.

Camp hosted by the Enable Program in the month of July. A week long free camp
provided to immigrant and refugee youth between the ages of 13 to 18 years old. Please
visit the Enable Program section of our website for information and photos on this cross-
cultural camping experience.
